Your pool will naturally lose some water due to 
evaporation from the sun, 
evaporation from wind, the 
use of a pool heater, and 
splash out. You may also gain 
water from rainfall. Rule of 
thumb is that if you’re rou-
tinely adding water to your 
pool, you may have a leak. 
Another rule of thumb is that 
if you lose less than a 1/4 inch 
a day it is probably evaporation and if you lose 
more than a 1/4 inch a day it is probably a leak. 

Unsure of your evaporation rate? 

1. Bring water to normal operating level, usu-
ally the middle of the skimmer or tiles. 

2. Place bucket filled with pool water on the 
top pool step. 

3. Mark the water level n both the inside and 
outside of the bucket The starting point 
levels should the same. 

4. Check the mark 24 hours later. If there is a 
greater drop in the line on the outside of 
the bucket, a leak in the pool is indicated.
